Description 

Patrons of the Bundaberg Rum Country Music Raceday are encouraged to be involved in our 
Cornhole Competition for a chance to win fabulous prizes. 

By participating in the Bundaberg Rum Country Music Raceday Cornhole Competition participants 
guarantee that he/she/they has the authority to accept and unconditionally accept the below terms 
and conditions. 

How to Enter 

Entrants must be admitted into the racecourse, score one (1) goal with a sandbag through the 
cornhole toss board, and submit their details via a digital form. 

Entrants will have two chances to score a goal by throwing a sandbag through the cornhole toss 
board from three (3) metres away. Entrants must throw the sandbag with their hands only, either 
one-handed or two-handed. Kicking the sandbag is considered ineligible, or throwing the sandbag 
from less than the required distance is deemed ineligible. 

Players who are successful with at least one of their throws will be required to provide their full 
name, email address, and phone number to be eligible to go into a random draw which will decide 
the final winner. 

The promotion commences on Saturday 7th September at 11:30am and concludes on Saturday 7th 
September at 2:30pm AEST. Prize draw will take place at 3pm AEST on Saturday 7th September. 

The following persons are ineligible to enter the Competition: 

a) employees, directors, officers, management, contractors and other representatives of the 
Promoters, and organisations involved in, or sponsoring, or conducting the Competition; 

b) individuals (including judges) involved in, or sponsoring, or conducting the Competition; and 
c) immediate family members and households of any such persons. 

One (1)* entry only into the competition is permitted per person (*one entry = 2 sandbag throw 
attempts) 

All entrants who were successful with the cornhole toss during the competition period (11:30am-

One (1) entrant will be selected by way of a random number generator from this pool of winners and 
contacted via phone on the day.  Should a chosen finalist be uncontactable or not on course upon a 
BRC representative phoning and texting on the day, a redraw will take place to select an alternate 
finalist.
